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Pronouns

· Nouns and pronouns have case.  The case of a word depends on how the word is used in the sentence.  For example, a word used as a subject is in the nominative case; a words used as an object (think indirect and direct object) is in the objective case.

· Pronouns of the Nominative case:

· I, he, she, we, and they

· Pronouns of the Objective case:

· Me, him, her, you, and them

· You may think you know the difference between the nominative and objective case, but there is a much easier way to understand the difference between the two are.
