Point of view

Point of view is the way the author allows you to “see” or “hear” what’s going on.

First Person: when the character narrates whats going on using words like me, mine, my, and I.

Ex:  I was eating an apple, and a squirrel jumped on my lap and took it.
Second Person: when the author narrates the story using the words you and your.

Ex: That squirrel is eating your apple over there.

Third Person: is when a different person is looking at their action.  You only knows what they are saying not thinking

Ex: Tom just told Lisa that a squirrel was eating her apple.
