4) An allusion is when a reference in one story is made to another story.  This is the case when Hannah refers to The Wizard of Oz.  How does The Wizard of Oz relate to The Devil’s Arithmetic?
5) As the girls that Hannah is telling the story of Oz, they ask, “What is Kansas?” What is Gitl’s response to this question?

6) Why does Gitl respond this way?

7) There is another allusion to the story “Hansel and Gretel”, how does this story relate to the holocaust?

8) The Badchan sings a song to Hannah, how does this song imply that Hannah is from the future?

9) The last paragraph of chapter seven states that the other girls begin to laugh out loud with Hannah even though they don’t know what she is laughing at.  How do the kids look at Hannah?  (What has Hannah become to them?)
