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The Devil’s Arithmetic
Research Questions: Chapter 13
In literature, nature is often used to symbolize what is happening in a book.  For example, a thunderstorm is usually present when a conflict is about to happen.  Or, it may be really cold outside to symbolize someone’s loss or death.   However, The Devil’s Arithmetic is used a bit differently. Nature does not seem to mirror the tone of the novel.  You are to find examples of how nature is not used as a symbol of the tone in the novel.  You must also discuss why you think Jane Yolan uses nature this way in the novel.
